Upon being exhibited Volume I and Volume II of "The
Outline of History™" by H. G. WELLS, published by Garden City Books,
Garden City, New York, she identified them as books which belonged
to LEE HARVEY OSWALD and as being the "two thick books on the history
of the United States which were carefully read by LEE HARVEY OSWALD
while they were residing on Elsbeth Street in Dgllu Texas.
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MARINA OSWALD was interviewed at her residemcw, 629
Belt Line Road.

Im tha play, an old woman is explaining to her aulisnce
Low 2% a time, which was after World War I and after the Russlan
ravoluticn, she had been in the foreat picking mushwooma znd hzd
snddorly noticad a man with the rifle. She becama afraid. Howover,
ths mwn with the rifle did not harm her but, instead, helped her pick
the mushrooms. 8o she told her audience that ®now ws do not have to
fexr ® man with the rifle.® MARINA explained this wss ons of the
cantxsl thamas of the play. Bhe said PAUL GREGORY had Quegtionad
hexr sbont this thems and it was for that reason she had questioned
GOLUACHEV.
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
