BELL., 100 San Saba, on December 11,
1963, stated that Mrs . MAFCiWRITE OSWALD, a widow, and her
three sons lived across the street from her in the house at
101 San Saba . She stated that she recalled Mrs . OSWALD
lived at 101 San Saba for about three months during the summer
of 1948 .

She stated that LEE was the youngest of the three
boys and at that time, she noted that he was a boy who liked
to be alone ;pd as she recalled, he was a boy who did not
like to be disciplined . She stated that the two older
brothers appeared to be of a different personality and
seemed to get along better with the other children than
did LEE .

She stated that this is about all the information
she remembers concerning the OSWALD family, and that she has
never seen or heard of them after they moved away up until
the time the assassination took place in Dallas .
